1. Jon Willmore, Cycling/Pedestrian Co-ordinator, BANES

BANES has just got Bikeability

Level 2 (Year 5 or 6) 1200 pupils last year. About 60% of age group.

Schools are motivated to different extents. Private schools worst!

Level 3 (Year 7 or 8) just launched

Runs cycle courses in holidays

Works with PCT

Somer Valley Wheels project – Radstock Area

BCC can encourage their children's schools to take up training.

2. Jim Imeson, Bike IT officer, Sustrans

Sustrans project in schools, funded by Cycling England and Local Authority

Work with 12 schools per year.

First time BANES has had it's own officer.

Jim will work with 12 primary schools from March, for a year. Next year will see the introduction of secondary schools.

Aim is to enthuse pupils.

Champion on the school staff.

Involves parents eg family rides

Previous Bike IT projects have quadrupled numbers cycling to school – which has held up after the year has ended.

Can be limitations with Bike storage, but there are solutions

Gets good press

3. Tamar Thompson, Life Cycle UK

Life Cycle UK is a 12 year old cycling charity, based in Bristol, but covering the Bath area.

Individual adult training at £30 per hour and 

Child cycle training, delivering about 1/3 of the school training in BANES.

Caries out various projects including Instructor Training

Prospective instructors

· National Standard Training Provided (providing the Instructor completes a minimum amount of work with Life Cycle)

· 4 day Instructor Training course, mentoring period before being fully qualified

· CRB check paid for by Life Cycle UK

· Recruiting now for work in the Bath area

BCC can raise awareness amongst potential Instructors in BANES

National Standard Cycle Training
· Written in 2007, but based on previous standard

· Level 1, 2 and 3 (see bikeability.org.uk - course content for details)
· Overseen by Cycle Training Standards Board
· National Standard training may, or may not be Bikeability

Tamar left us leaflets about Life Cycle UK and Take a Stand (the project where organisations, public and private, can get 2 bike stands for free)

4. Wendy Zakiewicz, Independent Cycle Instructor

Runs 4 or 5 week, 2 hour, courses in various schools for Life Cycle UK

Amount of work can fluctuate. Would suit someone who has other income.
