Minutes of meeting held on 20th January 2009, the Guildhall, Kaposvar Room, Bath

1. Apologies:

2. Previous minutes
Malcolm Dodds was referring to upgrading the pedestrian crossings to the east of Churchill Bridge at the end of Southgate. Tony Russell did state that there needs to be a useful link either side. AS to look at again.
Peter Dawson agreed that there was a piece of work required at to look at shared use paths so cyclists can avoid the carriageway on Churchill Gyratory. 
Malcolm Dodds asked if the Section 278 originally for the signalisation of the gyratory was now unallocated. PD said it was not for signalisation but not necessarily unallocated.
With reference to Rossiter Road, Peter Dawson said he felt it was appropriate in this case to design the scheme to see if it works in broader traffic terms and then to look at cyclists. The aspiration is to make Widcome Parade traffic calmed. MD said that there should be shared use from Churchill Bridge and to make the Pelican crossings behind the station into Toucans.
The proposed cycle network map of Bath city centre developed for the Public Realm and Movement Strategy needs to be extended out. It was suggested that Stephen George or Rhodri Samuel is invited to the next meeting to discuss the outcome of the current consultation.
MD asked about how Major projects and T&H worked together. PD said there was not a divide. The Cycle Forum group does need to push as hard as possible for aspirations. The group should also use the opportunity of the public realm and movement strategy to establish the principle of shared use.

MD asked Tony Russell if there other examples in the country that could be looked at. TR said that they had to be looked at case by case.

MD asked who was dealing with the needs of cyclists in Western Riverside. Major Projects do not seem to have considered the links out of the development. PD said this is an opportunity to look at the bigger network.

3. Bath Spa Station
Henritta Sherwin said that we do not want to end up with less parking than there is now.
PD emphasised that Cllr Gerrish is sypathetic with this and this is particularly important because of the proximity of the Cycle Demonstration City - Bristol. There is also the CIVITAS scheme to consider. PD said he was happy to progress this although there is not an easy solution.

HS stated that one solution would be to use parking spaces on Railway Place, however, there is the revenue implication.

PD said there was potential for more spaces at the advertisement hoarding on the south platform.
4. Bath Package
PD suggested that the Bath Package should be supported because if not we would lose a lot more including Western Riverside.
MD said that there should be more money for cycling. PD said it is a public transport project. However, by reducing the traffic in the city centre it will allow freer access into the city centre for cyclists.
PD stated that cycling and walking should be embedded in proposed transport schemes. HS asked how AS should audit this. PD said that is it was not Alison’s responsibility to audit schemes from a cycle perspective it should be one of the key considerations which everyone should be looking to progress just like safety or public transport. TR asked if there was a formal cycle audit. AS said no but will investigate.

This was developed in 2002 and agreed that it needed reviewing.
